Centre Priorities/Service Philosophy

Relationships 

We value each child's connection with family, community, culture and place. We provide an open, welcoming and inclusive environment to develop secure and trusting relationships where we can learn and grow from each other. We utilise our connections with nature and our Bush Kindy Program to support children's understandings of the Kaurna land where we walk and play, utilising texts, play based learning experiences and Aboriginal Elders to develop our knowledge collectively.

Nature and Sustainability 

We encourage children to develop a sense of respect and responsibility for their learning environment through our Bush Kindy Program and walks to the Sturt Gorge. As educators, we intentionally plan for learning opportunities to support their understandings and purchase learning resources to strengthen this focus.

Flagstaff Hill Kindergarten was established at its current location in 1975 and the building is owned by the Department for Education. It is situated in a quiet, leafy suburban street, within walking distance to the local primary school and shops. It boasts beautiful learning spaces both indoors and outdoors, including a back garden called ‘Yeltanna Wirra’ (meaning ‘cool dry airy place’). In this location, and the co-located Sturt Gorge, a Bush Kindy Program runs across Term two and three each year. The building is well maintained and the outdoor environment is established.

· New stairs with handrail installed in main yard in 2023, to support accesiblility for all community members
